New Morning Youth & Family Services
New Morning is an experienced, non-profit organiza-
tion [501(c)3] that has provided a safety net of services to
troubled youth and their families on the Western Slope of
El Dorado County since 1970. Over 30 staff members pro-
vide a full range of services addressing family dysfunc-
tion. These services include the 24-hour Children’s Shelter,
alcohol and drug treatment for adolescents, counseling
and support for pregnant and parenting teens, and coun-
seling for high-risk youth (youth who are abused, sui-
cidal, experiencing school failure, runaway or thrown
out of their home, or engaging in delinquent behavior).

The shelter, located in Placerville, has expressed their need
for donations, primarily canned goods, grocery store gift
cards and WalMart gift cards, which allow them to pro-
vide clothing for incoming youth. If you would like more
information on New Morning, visit their website at
www. newmorningyfs.org or call (530) 622-5551.
